The area around Idaho State University 
is filled with tree-lined streets and 
pleasant neighborhoods. The extensive 
campus includes the L.E. and Thelma E. 
Stephens Performing Arts Center. The 
university is also home to the Idaho 
Museum of Natural History, which 
houses collections in anthropology, 
vertebrate paleontology, and earth and 
life sciences. 

Not far from the university are Ross Park 
and the Fort Hall Replica, a reconstruc-
tion of the original Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany fort that became an important re-
spite on the Oregon Trail. Upon entering 
through massive wooden doors, you’ll 
see exhibits and displays in six different 
halls and rooms inside the fort. 

All winter, there’s great skiing at nearby 
Pebble Creek Ski Area, with its 54 runs 
and 2,200-foot vertical drop. In late Au-
gust, you can enjoy the bluegrass music 

of ten regional bands at the Bannock 
County Bluegrass Festival. Camping is 
available at the festival in the Bannock 
County Fairgrounds. 

Hot Springs

Developed hot springs are found 
throughout the region. The largest, 
Lava Hot Springs, a popular resort town 
southeast of Pocatello, was a sacred 
gathering place for the Bannock and 
Shoshone Indians. Today, it remains 
a popular spot for people around the 
world seeking its soothing waters year-
round. The hot spring water is naturally 
filtered as it moves through four sepa-
rate pools ranging in temperature from 
104 to 110 degrees. During the summer, 
cool off in the Olympic-sized pool. In 
the winter, life heats up for the annual 
Fire and Ice Winter Fest. This event fea-
tures wine tasting, the “Portneuf River 
Polar Bear Float,” karaoke contests, a 
chili cook off, the swimming pool rock 
climb, a casino night, and the exciting, 
“Running of the Bulls.”

Downata Hot Springs, near Downey, 
offers pools, a water slide, a driving 
range, mini-golf, and volleyball and 
basketball courts. Riverdale Resort 
and Maple Grove Hot Springs are both 
located near Preston, while Bear Lake 
Hot Springs is located near the shores 
of Bear Lake.

Soda Springs began as an oasis along 
the Oregon Trail. The only captive 
geyser in the world today, Soda Springs 
Geyser can be seen on the hour, year 
round, shooting gallons of sparkling 
water over 100 feet into the air. The 
Historic Enders Hotel is a great place to 
view the spectacle.
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« Pioneer Historic Byway  

Follow the route of Idaho’s pioneers on this 127-mile journey through the towns 
of Franklin and Preston where you can see many quaint homes and churches now 
listed on the National Register of Historic Places. In 2004, Preston gained world-
wide attention as the filming location of the hit movie “Napoleon Dynamite.” 
Other highlights include Chesterfield Town Site, Gray’s Lake Wildlife Refuge, and 
Soda Springs Geyser.

« Oregon Trail-Bear Lake Scenic Byway 

This 110-mile scenic drive passes by stunning Bear Lake, which straddles the 
Idaho-Utah border. A great viewpoint is the 7,800-foot summit on Hwy 89, high 
above Garden City, Utah. Along the way, don’t miss a true pioneer landmark—Paris 
Tabernacle. Other highlights include Bear Lake State Park, Minnetonka Cave, Soda 
Springs Geyser, Lava Hot Springs, and the National Oregon/California Trail Center.

« Historic Trails

The movement of travelers across 
the Oregon Trail became the great-
est migration in American history. 
Between 1843 and 1869, over a half 
million emigrants undertook the 
arduous journey to the West. They 
entered Idaho near Montpelier and 
headed towards Fort Hall for a rest. 
Trails multiplied here as new routes 
west were etched into the landscape. 
Register Rock, with emigrant inscrip-
tions, is now part of Massacre Rocks 
State Park, and the National Oregon/
California Trail Interpretive Center is 
located at Montpelier.

Bear Lake

A hidden gem of a destination, Bear 
Lake shares its beauty with Utah. 
The striking turquoise blue color is 
the result of tiny soluble carbonates 
in the water. At midday, the water is 
turquoise, while at sunrise and sunset, 
it turns into a dazzling array of reds, 
yellows, and pinks. At 120 square miles, 
the lake is a haven for swimming, 
waterskiing, boating, and fishing. The 
wide expanse of the lake and its alti-
tude make it ideal for sailing as well. 

On the north shore of the lake is Bear 
Lake National Wildlife Refuge—home 
to Sandhill cranes, ducks, and numer-
ous species of songbirds. Check with 
the headquarters in nearby Montpelier 
for activities allowed at the refuge. Two 
units of Bear Lake State Park are situ-
ated on the north and east ends of the 
lake for visitors to enjoy. With over five 
miles of sandy beaches, there is access 
to all water activities, and the gradual 
slope of the lake bottom makes for 
enormous swimming areas. Naturally, 
there are trout for the fisherman. But in 
the winter, you can fish for the Bonnev-
ille Cisco, a sardine-like whitefish found 
nowhere else on earth.

Be sure to stop in Paris. While you 
won’t see the Eiffel Tower, you’ll see  
the historic and beautifully restored 
Paris Tabernacle, open for tours in the 
summer. Built in 1889 in the Roman-
esque style architecture, it’s recognized 
as one of the true pioneer landmarks of 
the West and is listed on the National 
Register of Historic Places. 

If you like to discover natural wonders 
off the beaten path, Minnetonka Cave 
just might interest you. This is the larg-
est developed limestone cave in Idaho. 
Tours through a half-mile of stalactites 
and stalagmites are available from June 
to September (not recommended for 
those with health conditions or access 
issues). For a tamer style of tour, check 
out the National Oregon/California Trail 
Interpretive Center in Montpelier. Built 
on the site of the historic Clover Creek 
Encampment, it guides you experi-
mentally on the 2,000 mile, five-month 
journey along the Oregon Trail in a 
covered wagon. 

Bear Lake has more to offer than just 
scenic views and recreation. During the 
summer the small town heats up for the 
Bear Lake Fun Fly Kite Festival, Outdoor 
Heritage Days, and Bear Lake Raspber-
ry Days. Experience this lakeside resort 
area’s small town charm and culture. 

Blackfoot

Follow the Pioneer Historic Byway to 
the Blackfoot Reservoir and Blackfoot 
River to fish for Rainbow and Cutthroat 
trout. The community of Blackfoot is a 
city with an abundance of parks and a 
challenging 18-hole golf course that is 
considered one the state’s best.

Be sure to stop at the Idaho Potato 
Museum on NW Main Street, open all 
year. The museum includes dozens of 
fun and educational exhibits featuring 
Idaho’s most famous product. The mu-
seum houses old farming equipment, 
1,600-year-old Peruvian vessels, and 
a visual presentation about the potato 
industry in Idaho. At the Spud Cellar 
Gift Shop you can shop for almost any 
potato gift imaginable including T-
shirts, potato lotion, and potato fudge.

Don’t 
miss the best in extreme bulls and rodeo 
action at this Wrangler Million Dollar Silver 
tour stop. Also, during late summer be 
sure to stop by the Idaho State University 
Bengal Roundup—a National Intercol-
legiate sanctioned rodeo hosted by the 
Idaho State University Rodeo Team at the 
Bannock County Fairgrounds.

» For a taste of the western hospitality  
southeastern Idaho is known for, check  
out the Green “T” Bar and Grill in  
Pocatello, famous for both its burgers and 
mechanical bull. For something completely 
different, try Senang Wine Bar and Tapas 

Southeastern Idaho offers travelers the same breathtaking countryside that wowed 
early settlers many years ago, but today’s visit includes classical and country music, 
authentic western sporting events, and celebrations of the area’s rich heritage.  

Bistro, offering a world of tastes and over 
150 international and domestic wines. 

» For traditional tribal dances, crafts,  
and an all-Indian rodeo, come to the an-
nual Shoshone-Bannock Indian Festival, 
held in August. The Malad Valley Welsh  
Festival promises food, music, films, heri-
tage games and crafts, plus workshops on 
Welsh history and culture. 

» Bear Lake Raspberry Days celebrates 
the harvest with craft booths, a parade, 
fireworks, and a rodeo. Don’t forget to  
try a delicious Bear Lake Raspberry milk-
shake! Experience Idaho’s most famous 
product at the Idaho Potato Museum in 
Blackfoot and learn more about the potato 
than you could ever want to know. 

» The Pocatello Arts Center displays fine 
paintings, photographs, and porcelain art 
by professional artists and local art stu-
dents. The center’s premiere event is the 
Sagebrush Arts Fest, which offers free art 
activities for children, food vendors, and 
live entertainment.
